The meaning: the trinitarian god
The trinity is one god who eternally exists as three distinct persons - father, son and 
holy spirit - who are each fully and equally god in eternal relation with each other.

the development of trinitarian theology
first century church had to deal with the reality of 3 truths: 
(1) One God (2) JesusÊ Lordship (3) The holy spiritÊs presence.

Old testament indicators: Genesis 1:26-27, 19:24, Isaiah 6:8, 48:16, 63:9-10, Psalm 110:1, 45:6-7, Daniel 
7:13-14, Hosea 1:6-7.
new testament realities: Matthew 3:16-17, 28:19-20, Luke 1:35, John 14:11, 16-17, Acts 1:7-8, 1 
Corinthians 13:14, Ephesians 1:4-13, 1 peter 1:2, titus 3:4-6

what this does not mean:
1.  god is three modes or manifestations of the one god.  God was father in the old 

testament, then son as jesus and now as the Holy spirit. (modalism)
2.  jesus was not fully god, but was the highest created being of god.  (Arianism) this is the 

teaching of the jehovah witnesses.
3. the trinity consists of three equal, independent, and autonomous beings, each of 

whom is divine.  (Tritheism) this is the teaching of mormonism.
