6. what did it mean for jesus to lay down his life for his sheep?  how did that come true?

7. What was the turning point for you in terms of hearing GodÊs voice and responding?

8. How do you discern his voice from all the voices that vie for your attention?  What 
needs to change in your life so you can hear jesusÊ voice more clearly?

9. on Sunday, we talked about how our view of jesus as shepherd forms the way we 
shepherd our own children?  If you are a parent, what did this weekÊs message teach 
you about parenting?
